From Week 3: Students begin attending school 1 day-per-week (Phase 1). The designated day-
per-weeKk for students at our school is outlined below:

Tuesday Children with surnames DOLLERY to LEDGERWOOD attend school.
Wednesday Staff Meetings, Grade Meetings, professional learning, planning.
Thursday Children with surnames LEE to RENNIE attend school.

Friday Children with surnames RIBEIRO CASH to ZUBER attend school.

[ am acutely aware that, for some families, your designated day may not be your preferred choice. |
apologise for that and believe that the system we are applying is practical, fair and transparent. For
a student, on the non-attendance days, home-based learning continues. For effective home-based
learning a recommended maximum of 1.5-2 hours per day is enough (please refer to Phase 1 of the
attachment entitled “Managing Return to School Term 2, 2020”).
